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You as a congregation are about to take a big step.

For numerous years, the church has sought a youth director. First this was a part time position
and 1in the last year was changed to a full time role. The church has wrestled with finding the
right person for a long time and wrestled with the affordability of bringing on the right person
as well.

Now your Session has proposed hiring an ordained person to be Associate Pastor with specific
duties in Christian Education and care of children, youth, and their families. This Sunday you
will vote on a slate of church members to be the search and nominating committee. You can
vote to approve and step out in faith or you can vote to not approve and keep things as they are.
Ultimately, God asks us to trust Him despite any personal misgivings. Are you ready?

Also this Sunday we will consider the safety of the congregation inside the church facility.
Over a lunch provided by the church, we will hear a presentation by Lt. Wilkerson advising us
of the safety concerns he has assessed and what our best responses might be.

Any conversation about this issue can become argumentative and even bitter, however we are
all concerned about our mutual safety. Moreover, we need to be able to hear God on Sunday
mornings and not the voice of our own fears. Please come with an open mind as we learn
together.
